SUBJECT: PREPA’s Motion for a Working
Meeting on February 25 or 26, 2019.

RESOLUTION AND ORDER

On February 21, 2019, the Puerto Rico Electric Power Authority (“PREPA”) submitted
before the Puerto Rico Energy Bureau (“Energy Bureau”) a document titled PREPA’s Motion
for a Working Meeting on February 25 or 26, 2019, to Discuss PREPA’S Plans for
Implementation of Certain Reconciliations in Coordination with the April 1, 2019,
Implementation of “Permanent” Rates (“Motion”). In the Motion, PREPA requested an interim
expedited meeting before the scheduled March 15, 2019 compliance monitoring hearing in
the instant case, to discuss certain reconciliations associated with the April 1, 2019
implementation of PREPA’s new permanent rates.

Upon review of the Motion, the Energy Bureau GRANTS PREPA’s request for a
Technical Hearing to be held on February 27, 2019 at 10:00 a.m. at the Energy Bureau’s
Hearing Room, located at World Plaza Building, 268 Ave. Mufioz Rivera, Eighth Floor, San
Juan, Puerto Rico.

However, after reviewing the Motion, the Energy Bureau DETERMINES to defer the
reconciliation of the Provisional Rate, the fuel and purchased power costs associated with
storm recovery and the CILT and subsidies to at least July 1, 2019. The Energy Bureau based
its determination on the fact that there will not be enough time to thoroughly evaluate such
reconciliations and issue a Resolution before the implementation of the permanent rate on
April 1,2019.! In addition, deferring the reconciliation process will have the added value of
having the finalized information from August 1, 2016 to March 31, 2019. As such, it will only
be necessary to make one adjustment to the initial corresponding rider factors.

Based on the foregoing, the Technical Hearing will concentrate in establishing the
initial rider factors to be implemented on April 1, 2019. Notwithstanding the foregoing,
during the Technical Hearing PREPA must be prepared to answer questions related to both,
the rider implementation and the reconciliation, including the supporting documents for
each. PREPA must submit to the Energy Bureau, on or before the date of the Technical
Hearing, all data, documents and/or electronic files used in the calculations associated with
the Attachment 1 to the Motion, all spreadsheets shall be in native form with formulas intact.

1 During the ongoing Compliance Hearing process, PREPA has stated on several occasions that the
programming changes on its billing system require time to implement.

Finally, PREPA must submit separate supporting documents for the rider implementation—
and for the subsequent reconciliation. Whenever PREPA used external data or inputs in such
supporting documents, PREPA must provide the source of such data or information.
