OFFICIAL COMMITTEE OF UNSECURED CREDITORS OF PREPA’S
POSITION ON PANEL ON DEBT AND OBJECTION TO PROPOSED ORDERS IN
LIEU OF POST-HEARING BRIEFING

To the Honorable Puerto Rico Energy Bureau:

In accordance with the Hearing Examiner’s Order Summarizing Results of October 16,

Conference, issued October 17, 2025 (“October 17 Order”), as modified and supplemented by the
Hearing Examiner’s Order Summarizing October 23 Conference, issued on that same date,
Intervenor the Official Committee of Unsecured Creditors of PREPA (the “Committee”)!
respectfully submits its Position on Panel on Debt and Objection to Proposed Orders in Lieu of

Post-Hearing Briefing, as follows:?

I A PANEL ON DEBT IS NOT NEEDED, GIVEN THE OPPORTUNITY TO
CROSS EXAMINE WITNESSES ON THAT SUBJECT

The Committee agrees with the Hearing Examiner’s position that no debt panel is needed
at this time and believes questioning a panel on this topic would be premature, at best. To that end,
just this Wednesday, the Title III Court lifted its pause on litigation related to certain claims
asserted by PREPA’s bondholder constituencies. The Title III Court’s expected decision on those
claims may allow PREPA to progress its Title III Case, including the adjudication of all legacy
debt claims that have been asserted against PREPA. Those determinations, once complete, will
provide a proper picture of the total amount of PREPA’s legacy debt.

Given the Hearing Examiner’s comments during the October 16 Conference and within the
October 17 Order that followed, the Committee agrees with the Hearing Examiner’s view that no
intervenor testimony by Ms. Julia Frayer is necessary at this time. Accordingly, Ms. Frayer
previously paused preparation of that testimony. Should the Hearing Examiner, nonetheless,
determine that a debt panel should be constituted, the Committee may submit Ms. Frayer’s
intervenor testimony within five (5) business days from having received notice of the Hearing

Examiner’s decision to convene a panel on debt and may further designate Ms. Frayer to participate

in that panel. The Committee respectfully requests the Hearing Examiner’s confirmation that this
approach is acceptable.

The October 17 Order also sought input on which participants wish to cross examine
specific witnesses on the topic of debt. The Committee will need an opportunity to cross examine
the following witnesses: (i) Andrew Smith; (i1) Alejandro Figueroa; (iii) Susan Tierney, Ph.D.;
(iv) Ralph C. Smith; (v) Mark S. Dady; and (vi) any other witness(es) who provide(s) fact
testimony or expert opinions/conclusions on debt and, especially, “legacy debt.” The Committee’s
forthcoming objection to certain witness testimony informs, in part, the compelling need for the
Committee to cross examine.

II. POST-HEARING BRIEFING IS ESSENTIAL

The Committee respectfully disagrees with the proposal to eliminate “Post-Hearing
Briefing™* and replace same with, instead, only proposed orders. The current schedule does not
permit intervenors to file rebuttals to other intervenors’ witness testimony, and the Committee
believes that PREB will benefit from Post-Hearing Briefing on issues raised during the hearing
and in the witness testimony and reports that were filed. This is especially true if the Hearing
Examiner decides to allow the witness testimony and reports to be introduced into evidence. Post-
hearing briefing has been a stage within the schedule for this proceeding for many months, and the
Committee has relied on the opportunity to finalize the presentation of its arguments and positions
in two phases: (i) initial briefs; and (ii) reply briefs.

The form and format of a proposed order serves a distinct and materially different purpose
than briefing.* While proposed orders reflect the outcome desired by the proponent—and
selectively incorporate the record accordingly—they do not lend the same opportunity for
advocacy and argument, which is essential to providing PREB with the perspectives and
supporting authorities that will be helpful to the many decisions it faces within this proceeding.

The Hearing Examiner appropriately recognized during the October 23 Conference that
any order resulting from this proceeding will be lengthy, but the Committee should not be required
to prepare and present a complete, standalone proposed order to address a discrete subset of issues.

Therefore, to the extent the Hearing Examiner does not allow Post-Hearing Briefing and proceeds

OPORTUNIDAD DE CONTRAINTERROGAR A LOS TESTIGOS SOBRE ESE

El Comité coincide con la postura del Oficial Examinador de que no se necesita un panel
de deuda en este momento y considera que interrogar a un panel sobre este tema seria, en el mejor
de los casos, prematuro. Por ello, este mismo miércoles, el Tribunal del Titulo III levant6 la
suspension del litigio relacionado con ciertas reclamaciones presentadas por los bonistas de la
AEE. La decision prevista del Tribunal del Titulo III sobre dichas reclamaciones podria permitir a
la AEE avanzar en su caso del Titulo III, incluyendo la adjudicacion de todas las reclamaciones de
deuda heredada que se han presentado contra ella. Estas determinaciones, una vez completadas,
proporcionaran un panorama preciso del monto total de la deuda heredada de la AEE.

En vista de los comentarios del Oficial Examinador durante la Conferencia del 16 de
octubre y en la Orden del 17 de octubre subsiguiente, el Comité coincide con la opinién del Oficial
Examinador de que no es necesario el testimonio de la Sra. Julia Frayer como interventora en este

momento. Por consiguiente, la Srta. Frayer suspendidé previamente la preparacion de dicho

testimonio. Si, no obstante, el Oficial Examinador determina que debe constituirse un panel sobre
la deuda, el Comité podra someter el testimonio interventor de la Srta. Frayer dentro de los cinco
(5) dias habiles siguientes a la notificacion de la decision del Oficial Examinador de convocar un
panel sobre la deuda y podra, ademaés, designar a la Srta. Frayer para que participe en dicho panel.
El Comité solicita respetuosamente confirmacion del Oficial Examinador de que esta estrategia es
aceptable.

La Orden del 17 de octubre también solicitdé informacion sobre qué participantes desean
contrainterrogar a testigos especificos sobre el tema de la deuda. El Comité necesitara la
oportunidad de contrainterrogar a los siguientes testigos: (i) Andrew Smith; (ii) Alejandro
Figueroa; (iii) Susan Tierney, Ph.D.; (iv) Ralph C. Smith; (v) Mark S. Dady; y (vi) cualquier otro
testigo que proporcione testimonio de hechos u opiniones/conclusiones periciales sobre la deuda
y, en particular, la “deuda heredada”. La proxima objecion del Comité a ciertos testimonios de
testigos fundamenta, en parte, la imperiosa necesidad de que el Comité contrainterrogue.

II. ALEGATOS POST-VISTA SON ESENCIALES

El Comité discrepa respetuosamente de la propuesta de eliminar “Alegatos Post-Vista™ y
sustituirla, en su lugar, inicamente por proyectos de 6rdenes. El calendario actual no permite a los
interventores presentar réplicas a los testimonios de los testigos de otros interventores, y el Comité
considera que el NEPR se beneficiara de Alegatos Post-Vista sobre las cuestiones planteadas
durante la audiencia y en los testimonios e informes presentados de los testigos. Esto es
especialmente cierto si el Oficial Examinador decide permitir que los testimonios e informes de
los testigos se incorporen a la prueba. Los Alegatos Post-Vista ha sido una etapa del calendario de
este procedimiento durante muchos meses, y el Comité ha confiado en la oportunidad para finalizar
la presentacion de sus argumentos y posiciones en dos fases: (i) escritos iniciales; y (i) escritos en
respuesta.

La forma y el formato de un proyecto de orden tienen un propdsito distinto y
sustancialmente diferente al de la presentacion de alegatos.* Si bien las érdenes propuestas reflejan
el resultado deseado por el proponente —e incorporan selectivamente el expediente en

consecuencia—, no brindan la misma oportunidad para la defensa y la argumentacion, lo cual es
